OVEREXPOSURE EFFECTS:

CONTAINS TURPENTINE:

Turpentine is a skin, eye, and respiratory irritant. Inhalation of vapors can also cause headache, dizziness,
and unconsciousness. If swallowed, can cause serious health effects such as stomach pain, nausea and
vomiting. Lung aspiration can lead to pneumonitis. Possibility of skin sensitization and kidney damage exists.

CONTAINS CAMPHOR:

Camphor can cause eye, nose and throat irritation.

CONTAINS DIBUTYL PHTHALATE (DBP):

Oral administration of DBP to rats induced testicular atrophy and an increase in liver weights. It may be
mutagenic in invitro tests. No evidence of these effects has been found in humans.

CONTAINS CYCLOHEXANOL:

Long term inhalation studies with laboratory animals associate cyclohexanol with kidney and liver injury,
effects on white blood cells, and effects on breathing performance.

CONTAINS CYCLOHEXANONE:

Long term inhalation studies with laboratory animals associate cyclohexanone with kidney and liver injury,
effects on white blood cells, and effects on breathing performance.

CONTAINS RESIN AND ROSIN ACIDS, BISMUTH SALTS:

Rosin derivatives can cause skin, eye, and respiratory irritation. In addition, rosin and some derivatives may
cause allergic skin reactions (such as rash) in susceptible individuals. Symptoms can include redness of skin
and eyes, tearing and coughing. May contain bismuth oxide which has the ability to displace lead from binding
sites in the body. This may cause symptoms of lead poisoning (such as abdominal cramps) if a prior history of
lead exposure and absorption exists.

CONTAINS TOLUENE:

Toluene can cause skin, eye, and respiratory irritation. May affect brain, liver, and kidney function. Symptoms
can include headache, dizziness, blood changes, and increased sensitivity to alcohol. Swallowing can cause
burns, vomiting, diarrhea, and abdominal pain. Prolonged or repeated skin contact can defat the skin, leading
to skin disorders. Animal studies indicate possibility of effects on embryo, but not cancer.

4. FIRST AID MEASURES
